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In 2014, the Shelby County Schools Board of Education adopted a set of ambitious, yet attainable goals for school and student performance. The District is committed to these goals, as further described in our strategic plan, Destination 2025. By 2025, 
( 80% of our students will graduate from high school college or career ready 
( 90% of students will graduate on time 
( 100% of our students who graduate college or career ready will enroll in a post-secondary opportunity 

In order to achieve these ambitious goals, we must collectively work to provide our students with high-quality, College and Career Ready standards-aligned instruction. Acknowledging the need to develop competence in literacy and language as the foundation for all learning, Shelby County Schools developed the Comprehensive Literacy Improvement Plan (CLIP). The CLIP ensures a quality balanced literacy approach to instruction that results in high levels of literacy learning for all students across content areas. Destination 2025 and the CLIP establish common goals and expectations for student learning across schools. CLIP connections are evident throughout the mathematics curriculum maps.

The Tennessee State Standards provide a common set of expectations for what students will know and be able to do at the end of a course. College and Career Ready Standards are rooted in the knowledge and skills students need to succeed in postsecondary study or careers.  These standards emphasize thinking, problem-solving and creativity through next generation assessments that go beyond multiple-choice tests to increase college and career readiness among Tennessee students.
Course Description:  Shelby County Schools’ Advanced Algebra and Trigonometry curriculum is driven by this new initiative and implemented using McGraw-Hill Algebra and Trigonometry 2nd edition by John W. Coburn & Pearson Algebra and Trigonometry 4th edition by Robert Blitzer.
